The 10" Stop TB Partnership Coordinating Board meeting is scheduled for 24"/25" April 2006 in Abuja Nigeria.
The draft agenda was circulated for discussion, comments and suggestions by the Ex. Comm.

The Ex. Comm discussed the Agenda for the
upcoming Abuja Coordinating Board meeting. It was
agreed that the agenda was heavy and priority should
be given to those agenda items with clear decisions
required of the Board and with a focus on progress in
Africa, and financing and operationalizing the Global
Plan to Stop TB.

The Ex. Comm felt it was important to find a time to
have discussion with the WHO ADG beyond his initial
introductory address.

The Ex. Comm was particularly interested to have
clarity on Health Systems Strengthening and ACSM
sessions, and strengthen and refocus the Research
session.

On research the Ex. Comm discussed how a TB
Research Movement could be established and how
this might lead to greater involvement of academics
and those sections of the TB research community not
currently engaged.

It was also noted that there are security
considerations involved in organizing a Coordinating
Board meeting in Indonesia, however it was felt that
these were not insurmountable.

The option of Thailand in the South East Asia Region

was also discussed. However, the Thai government
has not offered to host the Board.

On balance, the Ex. Comm
favoured Germany in Fall
because there was concern
that waiting until the spring
would be too late to
influence either the G8 or
EU discussion. However,
the Ex. Comm also
recognized that this may
pose difficulties as the Board
has agreed to visit
Indonesia.

As agreed in Ex. Comm 9, the GDF presented an update on current status.

No major issues requiring decision were presented to
the Ex. Comm.

Discussion focused on the update provided by GDF,
notably prequalification of Svizera. It was noted that
this prequalification refers to the status of Svizera
GMP rather than the prequalification of individual
products.
